Two minute Timed Flight (BEGINNERS)

Take off, do one loop minimum, fly for two minutes and land in circle. Ten point bonus for
landing in circle.

No timers allowed. Landing is where plane stops, not where wheels first touch. Time starts
when wheels leave the ground.

Start with 120 points, You will lose 1 point for every second over or under 2 minutes.

Timed Event with spot landing. Time starts when wheels leave the ground.
