Take 1-25 toward Cochiti Lake. Your exit is near
La Bajada

Hill. Go west at the end of the offramp. Go
about 4 miles,

and turn right at the sign for the "Tetilla Peak
Recreational

Area". It's the only intersection in the area.
Follow that road

for 4 or 5 miles to the recreation area. As you
approach the

camping area, look for the sign saying "TO
BOAT RAMP".

Turn left there. Slowly proceed down the boat
ramp toward

the water. Just before you drive into the water,
turn left onto a

gravel road. (Sign points to Wind Surfing). This
dirt road

follows the lakeshore for a long while. Do not
take any of the

right-hand forks - keep left! Go to the end of the
road. That is

where we fly. It's called Santa Ana Beach,
although there is no

sign. It's also known as the windsurfing beach.
You will see us

parked on the right , near the water.
