12 Rules of Model Aviation

6. Good judgment comes from experience and experience comes from bad judg-
ment.  
 
Unfortunately, no 
one knows what they are.  
 
8. Itôs a good landing if you can still bend the landing gear back to its normal po-
sition.  
 
9. A fool and his money are soon flying a higher performance model than he can 
handle.
